     I was five years old when I attended the first of what has turned out to be many 
Easter Sunrise services.  My father roused me up while it was still dark, helped me 
put on my Sunday best (including incredibly hard new shoes) and off we went to 
my Grandmother’s little country church for worship.  I was not happy.  However, 
being a rather compliant child I reserved criticism until we were driving home in 
the radiance of the early morning sun.  “Daddy, why did we have to do this in the 
middle of the night?”  I asked.  I’m certain it was a sympathizing look I saw on his 
face as he said in return, “Mom - I mean we - think it’s important!” 
     Since that time, some of the most meaningful worship services I’ve had the 
pleasure of being a part were Easter Sunrise services.  The practice of gathering 

to greet each Easter Sunday is ancient, but the symbolism can’t be missed.  The bible says that “while it 
was still dark” the women went to where Jesus body had been laid.  The women discovered the stone had 
been rolled away - in order that they could see for themselves that Jesus had been raised.  From the very 
beginning the news of resurrection has been received in the darkest of hours.   
     No matter how weighty the issues are for you, God’s good news is stronger.  Grief, disappointment,  
disillusionment and despair are no match for the light of God’s life giving love.  We’re called to celebrate 
that love each Easter, each Sunday, each day of our lives. 
     Maybe I’ll see you at our Easter Sunrise service at Coligny beach; we’ll start to gather while it’s still 
dark… wear comfortable shoes.

NOTES FROM TIM

Holy Week Music at St. Andrew 
 
 We have very special music planned during the services of Holy Week that we hope will be meaningful, 
thought provoking, and celebratory to you. Holy Week begins with Palm/Passion Sunday on April 17 and we start 
the service with an organ prelude that captures the activity of Jerusalem at Christ’s entry into the city. Here are some 
comments from our organist Debby Graves about Christ’s Entry into Jerusalem by American composer Stanley E. 
Saxton. 
 Jesus came into Jerusalem when throngs of people were in the city to celebrate the Feast of the Passover. A 
census was taken of the lambs slain for this feast and the number was put at 256,000 with each lamb serving a 
minimum of 10 people, making the estimate of people in the city 2,700,000. While coming to Jerusalem the crowds 
had heard of Jesus’ raising Lazarus from the dead. The Jewish leaders had decided to kill Lazarus because so many 
people had begun to follow Christ and leave the Jewish faith after Lazarus’ resurrection. The Sunday before Christ’s 
death, as Jesus entered the city, multitudes of people went out to meet him, waving palm branches and crying out 
“Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord.” The crowds looked to Jesus for a call to arms with trumpets 
leading to a long-delayed victory over Rome. Needless to say it was a raucous and tension filled day. The scene of 
Jesus entering the city slowly, on a humble donkey, was quite a contrast with the Zealots who were ready for a 
hand to hand conflict with Rome. The organ prelude that will be played on Palm Sunday, “Christ’s Entry into Jeru-
salem,” was written to reflect all that was happening on that Sunday so many years ago.  - Debby 
 We will also be joined by the Adult Handbell Choir during our services on Palm Sunday as they perform a 
rhythmic and energetic setting of the hymn God of Grace and God of Glory. 
 On Good Friday, April 22, the St. Andrew Chancel Choir will be joined by members of the Hilton Head Cho-
ral Society in presenting One Sacred Hour - a moving worship service that takes us through the final week of Christ’s 
life in scripture and music. The anthems, hymns and reading for this service offer a look at the events of Christ’s final 
days, from the Last Supper to the crucifixion, reflected on through music from the Afro-American and European tra-
ditions. Rev. Yongue and Rev. Morrison, along with a combined choir of 60 singers, will lead us in this very special 
service. 
 Our Easter Sunday celebrations begin on the beach at Coligny with the Easter Sunrise Service at 6:30 am 
followed by two spirit-filled services in our sanctuary at 9:00 and 11:15 resplendent with choir, brass, handbells and 
much rejoicing!

Special Giving “Changing Lives” 
Through Missions 

 

     St. Andrew UMC Mission work is supported by fund raising efforts like The Fall Festival, Designated Gift 
contributions, Easter Sunday loose offering, and in 2010 a Special Extravagant Generosity Sunday offering. 
Approximately $39,150 is planned to support St. Andrew UMC Mission work in 2011. $8,750 will be grants 
to the following 11 local, state, and United Methodist supported programs:  
 Boys & Girls Club of HH  $500  Children’s Center   $1,000 
 Deep Well    $1,000 Epworth Children’s Home $750 
 Hope Haven Low Country $1,000 Hospice of the Low Country $1,000 
 John’s Island Rural Mission $500  Penn Center    $500 
 Red Bird Mission   $1,000 Volunteers in Mission  $1,000 
 McCurdy School (New 2011) $500 
     $30,400 will support the following mission work: a fall 2011 Mission Trip to Panama with a 12-member 
team, lead by John McReynolds, our Thanksgiving Meal, Basic Community Needs program, and our mis-
sionaries in the Ukraine (William H. Lovelace, Jr.) & Panama (Rhett Thompson). 
     During the fall of 2010, our Mission team traveled to Sager Brown Distribution Center in Louisiana, with 
300 Health Kits from St. Andrew UMC. Our team helped pack and ship the much needed Health Kits to 
needy people in Haiti. 
     In September of last year, we partnered with First Presbyterian, and Beth Yam Temple to launch a 
“Backpack Buddies” program providing weekend meals for needy children from 3 local schools,  
International Baccalaureate, School for the Creative Arts, and the Early Childhood Center. The 50 meal pro-
gram was well received, and as a result, we plan to expand to 100 children this September and will be add-
ing St. Francis Catholic Church & All Saints Episcopal to the partnership. Confidentially, we cannot identify 
the children, however, a Bluebird landed on my shoulder and reported that on Fridays there are 50 children 
wearing Backpacks on the island with big smiles and great pride. Well done, good and faithful servants.  
     Your Special/Designated Gifts to this important work have been very generous in the past and we are  
grateful for your support. Our Easter Sunday loose offering, from all three services, is designated for Mis-
sion work.  
     St. Paul in his second letter to the Corinthians, encourages them to “Sow Generously”. 2 Corinthians 9:7 
(NIV), “Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, 
for God loves a cheerful giver”. 9:11 (NIV), “You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous 
on every occasion, and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God”.

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Trustees Hard at Work 

 

     The trustees are a hard-working committee, constantly reviewing the needs of keeping our campus maintained 
and functional for the many ministry activities of the church.  Here are some of the projects they have undertaken in 
the last few months: 

¶ New florescent lighting in the Celebration Center gym.  The new light fixtures give us the ability to light 

just one side at a time and they draw a minimum of 80% less power than the original fixtures which are 
still in place. The bulbs are also much less expensive to replace.  The trustees are also replacing parts in 
the original fixtures to make them all functional again as well, giving us many lighting options in the gym. 

¶ Replaced florescent lights in the Admin Building.  A number of lights in the Admin Building were dan-

gling from the ceilings, had burned out ballasts, and broken covers that were no longer available on the 
market. They have been replaced with new, greater efficiency fixtures and are well-secured. 

¶ Re-coating of a portion of the Admin Building roof.   The roof over many of the main offices and the 

reception area was full of cracks and some leaks were beginning.  The surfaces have a new white Hydro-
stop membrane which will reflect heat and reduce AC requirements. 

¶ Repainting of the rails on the new ramp and the Celebration Center to mitigate rust. 

¶ Repair of a sprinkler pipe in the Celebration Center that sprang a leak. 

¶ Replaced a compressor in a Celebration Center AC unit and repaired another system. 

¶ Commercially cleaned the pew cushions. 

¶ Replaced old, damaged tables in the Celebration Center with lightweight, easy to maintain plastic 
top tables. 

¶ Paid over $60,000 for insurance for wind, hail, flood and other coverages. 

     The trustees are grateful for your faithful giving to the operating budget and for some special gifts which have pro-
vided the funding for these projects and on-going needs.
